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Scope of the administrative report
This administrative report refers to the development of Clinical Practice Guidelines for
Management of Sarcoma (Series 1).
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Preamble

As the leading research organisation in sarcoma in Australia and New Zealand, the Australia
and New Zealand Sarcoma Association (ANZSA) is dedicated to improving the outcome for
patients with sarcoma through awareness, education, and research. ANZSA fosters effective
collaborations across medical and psychosocial multidisciplinary teams (MDT), comprising
specialist health professionals (including pathologists, radiologists, surgeons, radiation
oncologists, medical oncologists, paediatric oncologists, and allied health) working together
to identify the best management and care of patients with sarcoma and related tumours.
Pivotal to this goal is the development and dissemination of clinical practice guidelines
based on systematic review to evaluate evidence for best management of adult and
paediatric patients with sarcoma. The previous Australian clinical practice guidelines for the
management of adult onset sarcoma were published in 2013. This current guidelines
development process was commenced at the end of 2020 with full support from the board
and the scientific advisory committee of ANZSA. The working party uses evidence-based
methodologies to develop guideline recommendations in accordance with the National
Health and Medical Research Council (NHMRC) standard.

Responsible Organisation

ANZSA is responsible for developing and dissemination of the guidelines. ANZSA is a not for
profit organisation and the operations are funded by Cancer Australia grant. Its vision is to
improve early diagnosis, treatment options, outcomes, and quality of life of patients with
sarcomas and related tumours through outstanding national and international, basic,
translational, clinical, and supportive care research and clinical trials.

Funding

The guidelines development is solely funded by ANZSA to cover guideline development
training (GRADE training and The International Guideline Credentialing and Certification
(INGUIDE) Program), publication, and dissemination. There is no commercial support.

Apart from the project manager, members of the working party volunteer their time to
participate in the guideline development.

Multidisciplinary working party

The management of sarcoma is complex and involves the input of a multidisciplinary team
to achieve the optimal outcome. Therefore, it was decided that the working party should
include experts from multidisciplinary medical speciality such as radiation oncology, medical
oncology, orthopaedic surgery, surgical oncology, paediatric/adolescent young adult
oncology, pathology as well as end-users such as a general oncology, general practice,
psychology, and consumer. A clinical librarian with expertise in systematic review has
assisted with literature search and the systematic management software system Covidence.

A call for expression of interest with the terms of reference was sent to members of
scientific advisory committee and the consumer advisory party of ANZSA on the 14t August
2020. The guideline chair and ANZSA CEO reviewed the applications to ensure the working
party consists of multidisciplinary group with variation in areas of expertise in sarcoma
management, geographic region, gender, and practice setting. To foster the next generation
of medical specialist, advanced trainees in radiation oncology, medical oncology, surgical
oncology, and orthopaedic surgery were invited to participate in the systematic review and
guidelines development.

At the first guideline working party meeting on 7th December 2020, the members discussed
and voted on the theme of three broad topics (specialised sarcoma care, retroperitoneal
sarcoma, paediatric/AYA sarcoma). The working party was then divided into three smaller
working groups each with a topic lead. Each topic working group focused their attention on
the specific topics and the agreed research questions. The smaller topic working groups
worked on the systematic reviews and the initial draft recommendations before presenting
to the whole working group for further feedback and discussion. Despite the relatively large
size of the working party, all members worked efficiently together in their smaller topic
working groups and made valuable contributions in the areas of their expertise.

Consumer Involvement

A call for expression of interest with the terms of reference was sent to all consumer
members of the ANZSA Consumer Advisory Party (CAP) on the 14t August 2020. The
consumers are volunteers with the purpose to assist in research and academic endeavours
for ANZSA. The CAP has a Terms of Reference that serves as a policy for engagement and
support of consumer members. Two consumers accepted a role as working group members
in the guideline working group.

Both consumers were involved in the initial guideline development process and participated
in initial discussions at end of 2020 to determine the focus of the guideline questions. They
were also invited to take part any educational courses for example GRADE training and
Covidence training. They were included in all communications with the opportunity to
contribute at any stage. Furthermore, they were offered support in terms of further
explanation and discussion of the more technical aspects of the guideline development
process as needed. Both were involved in the final evaluation of the guideline
recommendations and the plain English summary.

A third consumer (independent of the guideline development process) will also take part as
an independent reviewer of the draft guidelines.
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During the public consultation period, the key sarcoma consumer advocacy groups are
individually invited to review and comment.

Declaration of conflict of interest

To ensure a guideline's recommendations are objective and unbiased all members are asked
to declare their interests. The term of reference for guidelines working party clearly stated
the need to declare any potential conflict of interest at the beginning of the membership
and during the course of the membership should one arise. A declaration form is completed
by each member at the beginning of the membership.

Throughout the guideline development, members are reminded of their obligation to
consider any interest that may have arisen since the last meeting or with any agenda items.
No potential competing interests have been identified that required a formal management
plan. Please see Appendix 2 for the Conflict of Interest Register.

Funding

The ANZSA board approved a budget of $27,000 for guideline development in 2020 to
include training, software and project officer’s salary. ANZSA has not sought any commercial
funding for this guideline development.

Meetings

Each meeting is chaired by the chair of the guidelines working party and relevant members
are invited to join. The agenda and relevant reading materials are provided at least one
week prior to each meeting. The minutes of the meeting and follow up reading materials are
provided to the working party within 2 weeks. The initial plan was to hold day-long face to
face meetings to appraise the systematic review, and vote on the final evidence summary
and recommendations. Due to Covid 19 pandemic, these meetings were convened as
shorter virtual meetings (meeting dates to discuss draft guideline recommendations are
listed below):

9t February 2022 — Topic 1 group meeting
15t March 2022 — Topic 3 group meeting
7t March 2022- Topic 1 group meeting

In addition, the chair and the project officer meet virtually every two weeks to manage the
progress of the guidelines development. The chair and the project manager have also met
with more junior members of the working party individually to provide guidance and
support.
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Training for working party members

A series of educational courses were provided to the working party member to support their
understanding of the systematic review and guidelines development.

Consensus-based recommendations

In order for working party members to appraise the evidence for each question, each is
provided with:

e access to Covidence systematic management system which has all publications
included in the title/abstract screening, full text screening, the Prisma diagram, the
pdf of all publications that meet the inclusion criteria and the data extraction

e an excel file with evidence table, which summarises the systematic review and
critical appraisal of all studies that meet the inclusion criteria

e final quality assessment (NHMRC Evidence Hierarchy, Newcastle-Ottawa Quality
Assessment Form for Cohort Studies, Cochrane Collaboration’s tool for assessing risk
of bias for randomised trial) for each publication that meet the inclusion criteria

e adraft guideline with evidence summary, recommendations and practice points at
prior to topic working party meeting

During each meeting, the chair provides an overall view of the NHMRC guidelines for

guidelines development, the NHMRC grades of recommendations and the NHMRC evidence
statement criteria. Each topic lead then presents the summary of the systematic review
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including areas of weak evidence, the evidence summary, recommendations, and practice
points. All members are invited to contribute, debate and vote during the meeting. The
draft guidelines are revised after the meeting based on the discussion and circulated to each
member of the topic working party as well as the whole guidelines working party for review
and final approval. Any dissenting views are freely discussed among members until a final
decision can be reached based on the best evidence available. Each recommendation and
practice point are reached by majority vote provided by the working party.

Independent review

The guidelines and recommendations are in the process of being assessed by at two
reviewers (a surgical oncologist in NSW and a consumer from the WEHI Consumer Advisory
Panel). The reviewers are independent of the guideline development process and will assess
the guidelines using the AGREE Il instrument. Both reviewers will complete a declaration of
conflict of interest form. Comments provided by the independent reviewers will be
presented for consideration by all members of the guidelines working party.

Public consultation

The draft of the guidelines with its technical and administrative reports were released for
publication consultation 13th April 2022 — 13th May 2022 (Extended to 27th May for
professional bodies). ANZSA solicited comments from its members by direct email alert,
social media and listing the draft guidelines on its website.
